The Free Network Foundation is a research and education consortium that
exists in order to teach the public about computer networks. It is our firm
belief that our charitable, scientific, and educational activities qualify us
to receive a tax exemption under section 501¢(3) of the tax code. Through
public outreach, private instruction, open documentation, and research,
we aim to help communities and individuals become better informed and
more self-reliant with regard to telecommunications. Over the last two
years, we have worked with partner organizations to help bridge the digi-
tal divide by bringing connectivity to low-income housing, contributed to
significant advances in network technology, started an intensive computer
education program for urban youth, engaged in one-on-one tutoring with
a number of aspiring network operators, and spread a message of economic
self-reliance and technological possibility that has been heard around the
world. In Kansas City, where we are headquarted, we have helped build
a coalition of 501c¢(3)’s including Connecting for Good, Inc. and The
Mutual Musician’s Foundation, Inc. and government entities including
the Kansas City, Kansas Public Housing Authority and The Kansas City
Missouri Public School Distric that, all told, has brought more than 1,000
people online in low-income housing, many for the first time. We are work-
ing now to aid in the expansion of this network by continuing to provide
tools and know-how to the network operators. We project that the Kansas
City Free Network will have more than 2,000 beneficiaries by the end of
the summer. In our efforts to improve the tools that are at the disposal
of those that wish to do this pioneering and charitable work, we have
collaborated with groups such as the New America Foundation’s Open
Technology Initiative, The Detroit Digital Justice Coalition, and others.
Our research has helped to make the Kansas City Free Network possible,
and stands to shrink the barriers to community networking even further
in the coming months and years. We've taken a small group of youth that



would otherwise have had scant opportunity to learn advanced computing,
and introduced them to the ideas of Turing, Von Neumann, Shannon, and
the other heros of the digital realm. We’re continuing to develop our youth
education programs, and are already enrolling for our next classes, which
will begin after the current 12-week term is complete. Our students have
built community infrastructure in more than half a dozen cities around
the country, and continue to develop and practice their craft. It is these
pioneers who will ensure that no one is left behind as we move further
and further into the information age. With experience, we are becom-
ing better educators, and our pupils are beginning to teach a whole new
wave of practicioners. We've had the opportunity to speak at numerous
high-profile conferences and gatherings, and have introduced the idea of
free networks to many people both inside and outside of the technology
sphere. At our core, we want to make sure that a force for education and
opportunity as powerful as the Internet is available to everyone. We are
working to achieve that end in a number of ways, and think we have made
significant progress over the past two years, even without tax exempt sta-
tus. We know that if we are granted a tax exemption we will be able to
bring about a profound and lasting social good.
